The students of the Ridge Point FFA Chapter are eligible for a Ridge Point Letter Jacket. The following criteria 

must be met in order to apply for a RP FFA Letter Jacket. The Student is responsible for purchasing his/her own 

letter jacket after receiving approval from the advisors. 

 

ALL students must meet all the following criteria: 

1. The student must be a member in good standing of the Ridge Point FFA and abide by the 

FFA/Agriscience Department Code of Conduct, as outlined in the Ridge Point FFA / Agricultural Science 

Department Handbook. 

2. Students must accumulate fifty(50) points from various chapter activities (see below) 

3. The student must have attended ALL club meetings, unless excused by the FFA advisors. 

4. The student must participate in at least 8 hours of organized FFA community service projects. 

5. Students must attend at least one District camp or meeting or other upper level leadership event 

6. The student must be classified as a sophomore and a must have been member of the FFA for a minimum of four 

(4) semesters. 

7. The student must maintain a minimum of a “B” average in all Agriscience classes. 

8. The student must have received their Greenhand & Chapter FFA Degrees. 

9. The FFA advisors must recommend student for a letter jacket. 

10. Students who qualify for State or National competition earn a patch.
